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On the anniversary of lethal religious extremism; in response to such intended reactionary folly as Koran burning; in the midst of various vituperations over mosque construction on hallowed ground; as one major religion runs along a calendar all its own and consecrates a new year- a reflection on god's radio:

Each of the world's great religions is home to throngs of devout people professing to love and know and heed the one true god. But these 'truths' are mutually exclusive and incompatible, and thus for any one to be right, all others must be wrong. 

Thus, at best, all but one of the world's great populations of devout are misdirected.  How much more reasonable to presume that all are- rather than to think that one group managed to get a true 'signal' from the Almighty, while all others misinterpreted its static. Certainly, one would expect the Almighty's radio to work better than that.

If there is, indeed, such a signal, we should long since have acknowledged, in collective humility, that Homo sapiens appears to make a rather poor receiver1.  

At least that would be something we all have in common.
